CFRSOA Meeting Minutes – 8/18/2010
No notes were provided for the previous meeting to vote on.

Cleve covered the first part of the meeting for Larry.
First order of business was to recognize that Ian Jackson stepped down from his post of Secretary of the Association due to reoccurring health issues.  The floor was opened up for volunteers.  Ryan Chisholm volunteered and was unanimously approved by those in attendance.

Cleve then reminded everyone that he needs proof they have been fingerprinted in order to activate them on the Arbiter.

Cleve touched on the new rule that there are now unlimited substitutions on an injury stoppage.  Also, if anyone loses consciousness during play, they are NOT allowed to re-enter the game unless approved by a Doctor.  If this happens, keep the form documenting the physicians approval with your game report!

At this time the floor was opened to introductions, as there are several new members in attendance.

Larry arrived and resumed leadership of the meeting.  He gave out service awards from FHSAA to several members who have long tenure in officiating.  Awards were also handed out for Boys Finals Officials.  

The Treasurer’s Report was given by Larry, as Ken was unable to attend due to schedule change at work.  A motion to accept was made, and the report was accepted as given.

Instruction Session:
Larry talked about the importance of fitness for officials. It is crucial that we begin working now to be in shape when the season begins.  Larry also spoke of “Sports Vision” – what you’re doing to affect what your vision is during a game.  We should “read” the play, just as if we were a player, so that we can be in the optimal position to make calls.  Larry also spoke of the possibility of establishing Fitness Criteria.  FHSAA stresses being fit
Cleve went over the rule changes again:
- No one with a concussion is allowed to keep playing
- Unlimited substitutions are now allowed on injury stoppage.
- Casts must now be covered by slow recovery foam, not just wrapped.
- Shinguards – NOCSAE imprint or tag for 10-11 season.  Imprint only for 11-12 season
- Uniforms – light jersey and socks for home teams, dark for visiting teams.  11-12 season will be white only for home teams.
