Minutes CFRSOA Dec13,2009

Meeting called to order at 4PM.

Training by Larry Hughes:

A USSF video was shown giving various examples of referees working together.

Discussion followed:

Pregame- take the time to do one. Things to consider are; determining when an AR blows the whistle, who hands out cards, how to deal with free kick close to the goal, what to do if a fight develops on the field. 
Advantage- generally only occurs in the attacking third of the field BUT some teams would like a free kick SO… it’s OK to just call the fouls.

Side Referees- reinforce they are there as REFEREES so act like one.

Old business: With Arbiter, problems inputting scores should be e-mailed to Ken Miller so proper game counts can be made and kept up to date. Be careful what is put in the notes section (this is not twitter!). If you are not getting assigned to games please look over your Arbiter information. Don’t set any mileage limits less than 30 miles (better leave it at unlimited.) Referee parking still is an issue from time to time. Referees unsure of parking should call the other members of their crew and at least park together. Bruce Wiggins has graciously offered to come up with a instruction list for parking. Shinguards-  some out of county teams are complaining of their referees not checking for the NOCSAE tag/stamp and we do. SEE Rule 4.1.1 If they don’t have proper equipment they don’t play. Period. Blue card- reminder hand ball, stopping an obvious goal scoring opportunity, no other physical contact, anywhere on the field, no report, team plays down. Referee snacks- In the gray book 600.(5) “schools SHOULD supply the officials with refreshments….” A candy bar or hot dog …ect is not required to be supplied.
