Failure to properly submit the red card report and game report will result in a lessening of standing within the Organization and subsequent ramifications.
Assessments: The following is a list of our assessors all of whom are USSF State Certified Referees. John Bauman, Mike Kellahan, Ken Miller, Mike Bean, Don Moore (Chair) and Larry Hughes. 

Ken Miller gave an example of assessments made during the Girls Classic. Key points were : Take the time to have a pre-game, Look like a referee, be in position to make calls….then make them, give signals (see rule book), blow the whistle so people can hear it. Keep coaches in their area.

New Business. Motion to raise the assignor fee to $40.00 per team. Seconded, and discussion. Passed.
Motion, if we have a Field clinic this year to have all CFRSOA members who attend that clinic have their fee paid by the association. Motion was tabled until the clinic is a reality.

Final comments: Stop play immediately upon seeing an injured player on the field.
